Background

Candidates are invited to submit their grant proposal by May 15th. 
They are asked to submit 3 documents:
· a motivational letter explaining the subject they want to address.  Maximum 1 page.
· CV. 
· A letter of the supervisor providing written support of the candidates’ application.

Notification of awarding will be received by June 15th.
The young investigators will be awarded with free participation in the EACH pre-conference workshop and attendance at the dinner the day of the workshop as well as the one extra night of accommodation (voucher of 80 €).
